	Person gives false name/address/DOB to Police Officer after being warned of the consequences of doing so

	Non-MOS wears Uniform, shield, insignia to defraud (No offense required)

	With Intent to Defraud/Deceive/Injure person makes/completes/alters written document

	Same + the document must be: Deed/Credit Card/Contract/Will/Public record/Government issued instrument/public transport./prescription of physician

	Felony
	Possessing the above (2+ items = intent)

	Making a Punishable False Written Statement
	Misd.
	Knowingly make false statement with Legally Authorized Notice

	Falsely Reporting an Incident
	Misd.
	Knowing information reported is false, reports to law enforcement agency

	Criminal Possession of a Weapon
	Misd.
	Posses weapon or With Intent to use R.A.I.D. unlawfully or 

With out permission possesses firearm in educational building

	Criminal Possession of a Weapon
	Felony
	Knowingly/intentionally possess S.M.A.L.L.D.A.T.E.

	Unlawful Wearing of a Body Vest
	Felony
	Person possesses a firearm and is wearing a bullet resistant soft body armor during the commission of a class “B” or “C” violent Felony

	Unlawful Dealing with Fireworks
	Violation
	Possess/use/explode fireworks without a permit

	Unlawful Dealing with Fireworks
	Misd.
	Sell or furnish another person with fireworks without a permit



	Discharge of Small Arms in City
	Misd.
	Fire/discharge any gun, pistol, rifle, or firearm in the city

	Possession or Sale of an Imitation Pistol
	
	Possess/Sell/Use an imitation pistol which substantially duplicates an actual pistol

	Rifles and Shotguns: Carrying and Possession
	Misd.
	Carrying/Possessing a rifle or shotgun in public in city limits (loaded or unloaded) unless the unloaded shotgun/rifle is enclosed in a non-transparent carrying case

	Carry/Possess knife in public with blade four or more inches or carries in open view, any knife in public

	Violation
	Any person sells/offers for sale in NYC any folding knife with blade four or more inches which has a locking mechanism and a release mechanism 

	The Laser Point Law
	Misd.
	Give/Sell/Offer to sell a laser pointer to a person 18 or younger.  Store owners can not make them accessible to the public and can’t advertise with out warning of age requirement.  Illegal to possess on school premises under 21 years. Unlawful to point at law officer.

	Criminal Possession of a Controlled Substance
	Misd.
	Person knowingly and unlawfully possesses a small amount of a controlled substance

	Criminal Possession of a Controlled Substance
	Felony
	Person knowingly and unlawfully possesses a large amount of a controlled substance or ANY amount with the intent to SELL

	Criminal Sale of a Controlled Substance
	Felony
	Person knowingly and unlawfully SELLS any amount of a controlled substance

	Criminal Possession of a Hypodermic Instrument
	Misd.
	Person knowingly and unlawfully possesses or sells hypo syringe/needle

	Criminal Injection of a Narcotic Drug
	Felony
	Person knowingly and unlawfully possesses a narcotic drug and intentionally injects it in another with their CONSENT

	Criminal Using Drug Paraphernalia
	Misd.
	Person possesses or sells: Dilutants, materials suitable for packaging narcotics, scales/balances with intent to use for preparing/mixing/packaging narcotics

	Criminal Using Drug Paraphernalia
	Felony
	Any prior conviction of the Misdemeanor (NO TIME LIMIT)

	Unlawful Possession of Marijuana
	Violation
	Person knowingly/unlawfully possesses marijuana in the amount of up to and including 7/8 ounce (25 grams/129 cigarettes) if concealed in public or anywhere in private

	Unlawful Possession of Marijuana
	Misd.
	Person knowingly/unlawfully possesses marijuana any amount visible/burning in public or over 7/8 ounce up to and including 8 ounces

	Criminal Sale of Marijuana
	Misd.
	Person knowingly and unlawfully sells marijuana (up to and including 7/8 ounces) 

	Criminal Sale of Marijuana
	Felony
	Person knowingly and unlawfully sells marijuana amount exceeding 7/8 ounces or ANY amount to a person less than 18 years old

	Resisting Arrest
	Misd.
	Intentionally prevents or attempts to prevent a Police Officer from affecting an authorized arrest of self or other (Does not require use of force/violence)

	Obstructing Governmental Administration

	Intentionally obstructs/impairs/ or perverts the administrations of law or other governmental functions or Prevents public servant from performing official function by intimidating, physical force, interference, any independent unlawful act, interfering with telecommunications, or releasing a dangerous animal with intent

	Interfering with telecommunications system, causing Serious Physical Injury to another person or OGA by means of Self Defense Spray Device

	Anyone offers, gives or agrees to give a benefit to a public servant to influence office duties now or in the future

	A public servant  solicits, accepts, and agrees to accept a benefit to anyone to allow their official duties to be influence

	Official Misconduct

	A public servant commits an intentional bad act related to their official duties or fails to act related to official duties (commission or omission)

	Felony
	Anyone offers, gives or agrees to give a benefit to a public servant to reward for a past bad act

	Receiving Reward for Official Misconduct
	Felony
	Public Servant solicits, accepts or agrees to accept a benefit anyone for having done a past bad act

	Giving Unlawful Gratuities
	Misd.
	Anyone offers, gives or agrees to give a benefit to a public servant as a tip for past good service

	Receiving Unlawful Gratuities
	Misd.
	A public servant solicits, accepts or agrees to accept a benefit from anyone as a tip for a past good service

	Endangering the Welfare of a Child
	Misd. (Class “A”)
	Knowingly acts in a manner likely to be injurious to physical, mental or moral welfare of a child less than 17 years; or direct/authorize child to engage in occupation involving substantial risk of danger to life/health.  OR when parent/guardian of person under 18 fails/refuses to exercise reasonable diligence in control of child to prevent being neglected, abused, juvenile delinquent, or P.I.N.S.

	Abandonment of a Child
	Felony (Class “E”)
	Parent/Guardian of child less than 14 years deserts child in any place with intent to wholly abandon it

	Unlawful Dealing with a Child
	Misd. (Class “B”)
	Owner, lessee, manager of place where alcoholic beverages are sold/given away permits child less than 16 years to enter or remain in such place (except when accompanied by guardian, allowed by law, place closed to public, or part of school/church function)

Person tattoos body of child less than 18 years old.  Or Person sells tobacco in any form to child less than 18 years old

	Misd. (Class “A”)
	Person knowingly permits child less than 18 years old to enter/remain on premise where there is sexual activity, controlled substance or marijuana.  OR Person gives/sells or causes to be given/sold any alcoholic beverage to person less than 21 years old

	Felony (Class “D”)
	18 years or more with intent to cause PI, recklessly  causes SPI to person less than 11 years

18 years or more with intent to cause PI, cause PI to person less than 7 years

	Aggravated Assault Upon a Person Less than 11 Years Old
	Felony (Class “E”)
	18 years or more commits Assault 3 upon person less than 11 years old and has previously been convicted of Assault 3 in the previous 3 years

	Knowing there’s no consent, uses vehicle. OR  Having custody of vehicle to service it, use it in gross deviation OR Having custody of vehicle, retains in gross deviation of agreed return date (7 days beyond agreement, and then 2 days beyond receiving written notice)

	Joyrides with out consent and has previous conviction in the past 10 years.  Commit the Misd. with intent to use the vehicle in commission/flight from a Class A,B,C,D Felony

	Intentionally removed/destroys/defaces any part of a vehicle (including abandoned) with out consent of owner

	Auto Stripping
	Felony
	Commits Auto Stripping Misd. And has previous conviction in past 5 years
Removes/destroys/defaces from 2 or more vehicles with value over $1,000 (not abandoned)

	Driver Under 21 driving with any alcohol in their system, .02 to .05 BAC

	Driving While Alcohol Impaired (DWAI)

	Operating a Motor Vehicle under the influence of alcohol or drugs (BAC less than .08)

	Driving While Intoxicated (DWI)
	Misd.
	Operating a Motor Vehicle under the influence of alcohol or drugs (BAC .08 or more)

	Aggravated Driving While Intoxicated (ADWI)
	Misd.
	Operating a Motor Vehicle while under the influence of alcohol or drugs (BAC .18 or more)

	Operating a Motor Vehicle While Under the Influence of Alcohol or Drugs
	Misd.
	Based on Officer’s observations when a prisoner refused Chemical test.

	Driving While Impaired by Drugs (DWID)
	Misd.
	Operating a Motor Vehicle while the person’s ability is impaired by the use of drugs.

	Driving While Ability Impaired by the Combined Influence of Drugs or of Alcohol and Any Drug(s) 
	Misd.
	Operating a Motor Vehicle while the person’s ability is impaired by the combined influence of drugs or alcohol and any drug(s) 

	Vehicular Assault
	Felony
	Causes SPI by operating a motor vehicle while under the influence of alcohol or drugs (DWI + SPI)

	Vehicular Manslaughter
	Felony
	Causes Death of a person by operating a motor vehicle while under the influence of alcohol or dugs (DWI + Death)

	Unlicensed Operator
	Traffic Infraction
	Operating a Motor Vehicle upon a public highway with out ever holding a license (Issue a Summons)

	Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a Motor Vehicle 3rd Degree
	Misd.
	Operate a motor vehicle upon a public highway knowing that his or her license is either suspended or revoked, Motorist Arrested (may issue DAT)

	Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a Motor Vehicle 2nd Degree
	Misd.
	Same +  3 or more Suspensions on at least 3 separate dates (Must Arrest, NO DAT)

	Aggravated Unlicensed Operation of a Motor Vehicle 1st Degree
	Felony
	Same +  10 or more Suspensions on at least 10 separate dates (Must Arrest, NO DAT)

	Disorderly Conduct
	Violation
	A person intentionally/recklessly creates a risk of public inconveniences, annoyance or alarm by: F.U.R.H.O.O.D.  (R.O.O. must be in public place)

	Unlawful Assembly
	Misd.
	When a person and 4 others prepare to engage in violent/tumultuous behavior likely to cause public alarm, or present at an assembly which has/develops purpose of being violent (1&4) 

	Inciting to Riot
	Misd
	Person engages 10 or more people to engage in violent conduct which likely cause public alarm (1&10)

	Riot
	Misd
	A person plus four others engage in violent or tumultuous behavior AND intentionally/recklessly cause grave risk of public alarm (1&4)

	Riot
	Felony
	A person plus ten others engage in violent/tumultuous behavior AND intentionally/recklessly cause grave risk of public alarm AND cause PI to non participant or substantial property damage
