Definition: Enters or remains in/upon premise unlawfully when not licensed/privileged to be there

4 ways

1. Remaining upon premise after lawful order to leave personally communicated

2. Entering property where “no trespassing” signs are posted and clearly visible

3. Entering property which is enclosed in manner to exclude people (fence, walls)

4. Entry through trickery, deception, or misrepresentation, even if door opened voluntarily
